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12; I Kings 11:30-33; Jer. 25:1-
14; Daniel 9:24 27, etc.)" (57 
Reasons Why We Know the Bible 
Is the Word of God, by Meldau, 
Twelfth Printing, page nine). 
5. What God has left out of the 
Bible-the false theories and su-
perstitions of the day-is just as 
much an indication of the inspira-
tion of the Bible as what God has 
included in it. For instance, Job 
26:7 described a law of nature 
(gravity) before anything was 
truly understood about gravity. 
the people in 1500 B.C., when 
this statement was made, cer-
tainly didn't understand anything 
about gravity, and they had 
MANY THEORIES of what kept 
the earth in space. Poor Job must 
have had a struggle within him-
self, knowing that to put down a 
statement that says the earth was 
"hung upon nothing" would cer-
tainly make him the object of 
ridicule by his friends. 

The Hindus said the earth was on 
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1. The men who wrote the Bible 
testify that God gave them the 
words to write. The word which 
came to Jeremiah from the 
LORD, saying, "Thus says the 
LORD, the God of Israel, Write 
all the words which I have spo-
ken to you in a book… Now 
these are the words which the 
LORD spoke…” (Jer. 30:1, 2, 4). 
"the word of the LORD came 
expressly to Ezekiel the 
priest..." (Ezekiel 1:3). 
     If the men who wrote the 
Bible hadn't been inspired of 
God, they certainly would have 
recanted under the great persecu-
tion they received. Men are not 
willing to die for something 
which they know to be untrue. 

2. John Wesley, the founder of 
the Methodist denomination, said 
something like this: The Bible 
was written either by — 
a) good men, 
b) bad men, or 

c) God 

selves because the Bible con-
demns sin. Bad men tend to jus-
tify themselves, but the Bible 
never justifies sin. Bad men 
couldn't have written the Bible 
because the Bible is a good book. 

(c) Since neither good men nor 
bad men wrote the Bible, the 
only person left is God. God 
wrote the Bible, and it is a MAS-
TERPIECE OF HIS HANDI-
WORK! 
3. The Bible contains true proph-
ecy; history written before it 
happens! So much of it that this 
is one of the biggest proofs that 
the Bible was written by God, 
who knows the future (and not by 
man, who doesn't know the fu-
ture). — EVERYTHING that the 
Bible said would happen up to 
this point HAS HAPPENED! 
History itself has already proven 
the Bible to be the Word of God. 
4. The Bible gives a pre-written 
history of the Jewish nation. 
"Their Egyptian bondage, their 

the back of an elephant, which in 
turn was standing on a turtle . . .

(b) If bad men wrote the Bible, 
they would be condemning them-

conquest of Canaan, the outcome 
of all their wars, the division of 
the kingdom after the reign of 
Solomon, the Babylonian captiv-
ity, the partial restoration of Pal-
estine with the rebuilding of the 
Temple, the destruction of Jeru-
salem, the world-wide dispersion, 
all are predicted.

10. the Dead Sea Scrolls, which 
are a collection of manuscripts 
found in the Dead Sea area, con-
tain many of the writings of the 
ancient Essenes, and among them 
are found every book in the Old 
Testament except Esther, in 
whole or in part. Authorities 
agree (and it is now known 
throughout the literate world) that 
the books in the Old Testament 
were truly written long before the 
time of Christ, and thus they 
completely substantiate the 
prophecies as being 100% au-
thentic. 
12. The Bible has stood the acid 
test of ENDURANCE! For nine-
teen centuries many have had 
their opportunities to demonstrate

Millions of lives have been mi-
raculously changed, and people 
give testimony that it was 
through God's Holy Spirit that 
the change was effected. 

If the Bible were not the Word of 
God, then just because the Bible 
says there is a "Holy Spirit" and 
that He will in dwell believers 
and give them power, would not 
make it so. No other book, sys-
tem of theology, or philosophy 
can give its followers the 
POWER to CHANGE THEIR 
LIVES! 
8. The Bible is scientifically ac-
curate. While the Bible is not a 
book primarily concerned with 

any error in the Word of God. 
The believers of the Bible have 
received constant ridicule and 
persecution, and yet the Bible 
still stands TRIED AND TRUE, 
and its message is still saving 
souls and giving strength and 
power to its followers.
